AEROTHAI hosted “Airspace Users - ANSP Meeting 2018 to get a better view of actual demand required at AEROTHAI's
ATM network level, in order to improve the performance of ATM operations to manage airspace while boosting the efficiency
of airspace utilization as suitable for different types and kinds of airspace users. AEROTHAI Airspace team, with the support of
our operational partners and peers extensively reviewed their experience with the current airspace implementation. On this
occasion AEROTHAI’s delegates also informed the participants to note on our working status on various areas including
the operational and technical implementation status, future network operational and technical evolutions, detailed aspects
related to airspace users, and current implementation projects.

This is another momentous chance to host this biannual meeting. We intentionally continue our effort to ensure common
awareness of the entire ATM community on the airspace management implementation, enable harmonized implementation
between all the airspace user colleagues and exploit to the largest possible extent the operational and economic benefits
that AEROTHAI is bringing to the ATM community.

The other objectives of the meeting would be the principles of performance-driven ATM and Network-wide Collaborative
Decision Making (CDM), including civil and military airspace users. Hence, it is critical that afternoon sessions were separated into
two different categories of the airspace users - to enrich more efficient interaction with ATM Network stakeholders in different fields.

Airspace Users-ANSP Meeting supports AEROTHAI to develop requirements and validates procedures and workflows
for Flight Operations, enabling our ATC and related units to interact better with other ATM stakeholders. This will also ensure
continuity in the CDM process throughout our ATM lifecycle. The meeting also designed to smoothly integrate the priorities and
preferences of airspace users via collaborative processes, allowing those discussion issues to perform multi-criteria
optimization tasks involving many stakeholders. The meeting also provided benefits related to improved efficiency, flexibility and
cost-effectiveness for the airspace users, which will be translated into potentially substantial cost savings for operating flights.
Cooperation among the varieties of participants will assure a good integration and align with AEROTHAI’s ATM processes

and procedure which will encourage sustainable development for aviation development.
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AEROTHAI held ATM Mini Symposium 2018: Rapidly Changing Skies presided by Mrs. Sarinee Angsusingha, AROTHAI
President at Head Office. On this occasion, the President, Executives and the delegates who had attended the World
ATM Congress 2018 (WATMC) during 6-8 March 2018 in Spain shared the experiences and what they had learnt from the

Congress including new technology and global aviation trends such as Remote Tower, Digital Tower and Free Route Air Space.
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AEROTHAI hosted the joint meeting with the Department of Airports on 27 April 2018 to discuss about the cooperation

under the MoU, jointly chaired by Mr. Somnuk Rongthong, Executive Vice President and Mr. Jaroon Meesomboon,

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AEROTHAI Provided Scholarships to Disabled Children

to enable them to have better quality of living and enlarged educational opportunity.

AEROTHAI President, Mrs. Sarinee Angsusingha, presided over the granting ceremony of AVYM Smith Makorasarn’s Scholarship
at the Headquarters. The scholarships were provided to 33 children of AEROTHAI’s staff, who possessed outstanding academic
