For upcoming New Year Holiday, AEROTHAI estimates to accommodate a total of 35,473 flights for 14 days, during
25 December 2016 — 7 January 2017, or about 2,535 flichts a day. The most crowded airport is Suvarnbhumi which is
forecasted to serve 966 flights a day, while 733 flights are going to reach at Don Muang. Additionally, AEROTHAI estimates
to serve 295 flights a day at Phuket Airport and 206 flights a day at Chiang Mai Airport. The overall increase is about 1,151 flights
or 13%, comparatively to the same period of last year.

AEROTHAI has reviewed operational procedure to ensure safety and efficiency of air traffic management for peak
demand. The numbers of Air Traffic Controllers are increased, while CNS/ATM system and relevant equipment are well
prepared to accommodate demanding air traffic. AEROTHAI also cooperates with Airport of Thailand Public Company
Limited (AOT), airlines and Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand (CAAT) for pre-tactical planning to facilitate flow and air
space management. Therefore, all airspace users can be ensured of flying with utmost safety, timely and efficiently to

every designated destination.
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In remembrance of His late Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej, AEROTHAI Management, and staff participated in the
royal rite at Dusit Maha Prasat Throne Hall, Grand Palace. To follow, His late Majesty’s teaching on “Do Good Deed,”
