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Global Aviation Security Plan - GASeP

Ministry of Transport, in corporation with Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand (CAAT) and International Civil Aviation

Organization (ICAO) Asia and Pacific (APAC) Office, jointly organized a regional conference on the “Global Aviation Security
Plan (GASeP)” on 20 December 2017, at Royal Orchid Sheraton Bangkok, Thailand. This conference brought together
relevant Regional Leaders, ASEAN Transport Ministers and the delegates from Civil Aviation authorities, Chief Executives
of Airport Authorities/Operators, Airlines, Senior Officials of Government Agencies and aviation security service providers,
including experts and aviation security speakers to facilitate the discussion and share opinions regarding aviation security.
The Prime Minister of Thailand, General Prayuth Chan-ocha, also addressed the conference during the inauguration session.

The delegates discussed about the aviation security with the shared and common goals of achieving key priority
outcomes, under ICAQ’s concept of “No Country Left Behind”, with the shared and common goals of achieving key priority
outcomes. The conference also achieved a draft regional roadmap to implement GASeP in Asia and the Pacific with the

aims to enhance the awareness on aviation security and risks, 2) to safety and security culture, 3) to develop relevant

resources, technology and technology, 4) to develop monitoring.
